This policy will reference the Early Years Foundation Prime Area Communication and Language

Rationale

Communication and Language is fundamental to the development of good cognitive social and communications skills and is a priority for every child.
Aims and Objectives

· To enable children to communicate effectively either verbally or non- verbally

· To provide ICT opportunities to support this prime area of development 

· To develop children’s understanding and critical thinking skills 

· To introduce children to print in the environment, in the alphabet and some Makaton signs

· To encourage children to listen and respond through a variety of stimuli

Expected Outcomes

At the end of their nursery education, we expect that most children will: 
· Express themselves using simples sentences and some makaton signs

· Speak and listen in a range of situations

· Follow simple instructions

· Talk about things that interest them, beginning to use past, present and future forms.

Implementation
Staff will implement this policy through:

· Encouraging the use and extension of language and the development of listening skills in large/small groups and on a one-to-one basis

· Encouraging children to communicate their experiences and feelings

· Developing expressive language skills in different contexts
· Introducing new vocabulary and role modelling in the correct context to reinforce comprehension 

· Developing thinking skills

· Giving opportunities to begin to associate sounds with patterns in rhymes and words

· Giving opportunities to see adults as role models – speaking clearly , re- enacting stories using voices during role play and stories
· Differentiating learning where appropriate to enhance and consolidate learning

· Supporting the development of the higher and lower achieving children through pupil progress intervention

· Analysing attainment and progress to inform children’s’ next steps of learning

· Ensuring opportunities for CLL learning are planned for daily

· Valuing children’s preferred method of communication including, objects of reference, PECS, signing and home language

Monitoring the implementation

SLT/Middle Management will monitor a selection of samples of work from each class; undertake observations of both practitioners and children. Then complete gap analysis using both learning journals, planning and LATS data.  Feedback will be given to identify areas of strength and areas for improvement.

Record Keeping and Assessment

Guidelines for record keeping and assessment are as follows:

· Assessment should take place through observation of the children during sessions and positive verbal feedback should be given to pupils about their progress

· Assessments should inform future planning (AfL)

· Practitioners should report children’s individual progress and curriculum coverage to parents in annual reports and at consultation meetings

· Any classroom support should be deployed in the most appropriate and effective way, promoting access to the curriculum
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
