Expressive Arts and Design Policy

This policy will reference the Early Years Foundation Stage Expressive Arts and Design
Rationale

Expressive Arts and Design involves enabling children to explore and play with a wide range of media and materials and express themselves creatively through a variety of activities including art, music, movement, dance, role play and design technology.
Aims and Objectives
· To enjoy and be stimulated by a range of artistic, musical and dramatic experiences

· To develop communication and listening skills

· To develop an understanding of the elements of art and music and their related language

· To develop skills in the use creative resources

· To provide practical experiences encouraging the use of gesture, signing and the use of descriptive language to enable children to express feelings 

· To enable children to express and enjoy their creativity. 

· To provide opportunities to explore and experiment with different media and techniques

· To provide opportunities for creativity through the use of multi- media and related technologies

Expected Outcomes

At the end of their nursery education, we expect that most children will: 

· Be able to understand that media can be combined

· To construct with a purpose in mind, selecting their own resources

· Engage in role play based on their own experiences

· To explore the sounds different movements and make movements in response to sounds
Implementation
Staff will implement the policy through:
· Planning will reflect the foundation stage in expressive and creative arts development and be differentiated as appropriate

· Children will be offered a range of stimuli to develop individual thoughts feelings and ideas  

· Adults will model techniques and teacher skills needed to develop and extend children’s learning using gesture, signing and language

· Children will be given time and opportunities to explore and experiment with a variety of media and techniques.  They will be encouraged to make choices and work both individually and collaboratively

· Adults will give constructive feedback about children’s work encouraging evaluation of their own and others contributions.  
· Children should feel they have the freedom and confidence to experiment and work towards success using different media
· Supporting the development of the higher and lower achieving children through pupil progress intervention 

· Analysing attainment and progress to inform children’s next steps of learning

· Ensuring opportunities for Expressive Arts and Design are planned for daily

Monitoring the implementation

SLT/Middle Management will monitor a selection of samples of work from each class; undertake observations of both practitioners and children. Then complete gap analysis using both learning journals, planning and LATS data.  Feedback will be given to identify areas of strength and areas for improvement.

Record Keeping and Assessment

Guidelines for record keeping and assessment are as follows:

· Assessment should take place through observation of the children during sessions and positive verbal feedback should be given to pupils about their progress

· Assessments should inform future planning (AfL)

· Practitioners should report children’s individual progress and curriculum coverage to parents in annual reports and at consultation meetings

· Any classroom support should be deployed in the most appropriate and effective way, promoting access to the curriculum
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
