Mathematics Policy

This policy will reference the Early Years Foundation Stage Mathematics.
Rationale

Mathematics provides the foundation of understanding of the order of the world.  It is a means of communicating information and ideas. This area of learning includes counting, sorting, matching, making connections, estimating, shape, space, measure, recognising relationships and working with number.
Aims and Objectives
· To promote a positive attitude towards Mathematics 

· To develop children’s confidence in their problem solving, reasoning and numeracy ability

· To provide opportunities both inside and out to investigate and explore problem solving, reasoning and numeracy skills and concepts that are meaningful to the child

· To enable the child to express their mathematical ideas

· To enable the child to understand basic Mathematical concepts and to develop practical maths skills using real objects and experiences.
· To provide an interactive, teaching approach which reinforces and rewards children’s efforts and achievements

· For Mathematics to be an experience from which all pupils derive pleasure

· To support the development of mark making meaning in Mathematics

Expected Outcomes

At the end of their nursery education, we expect that most children will: 

· Shows an interest in number problems

· Use some number names accurately in play

· Recite numbers in order to 10

· Know that numbers identify how many objects are in a set

· Show curiosity about numbers by offering comments or asking questions

· Count up to three or four objects by saying one number name for each item

· Recognise some numerals of personal significance

· Use positional language

· Use shapes appropriately for tasks

· Begin to talk about the shapes of everyday objects

· Select a particular named shape

Implementation
Staff will implement this policy through:
· Providing an environment which will encourage children to use Mathematics and Numeracy skills as part of their play experiences using real objects, artefacts and natural resources.

· Encouraging children to independently select and use a variety of equipment to develop skills and knowledge related to Mathematics

· Encouraging use of Mathematical language.

· Developing an understanding of Numeracy that will enable the child to solve practical problems 

· Promoting opportunities which will enable children to compare, sort, match, order, sequence and count using everyday objects
· Familiarise ourselves with number rhymes, songs, stories and counting games

· Teaching mathematical concepts using sign 4 Maths

· Differentiating learning, where appropriate to enhance and consolidate learning

· Supporting the development of the higher and lower achieving children through pupil progress intervention and family maths bags
· Analysing attainment and progress to inform children’s next steps of learning
· Ensuring opportunities for Mathematical learning are planned for daily

Monitoring the implementation
SLT/Middle Management will monitor a selection of samples of work from each class; undertake observations of both practitioners and children. Then complete gap analysis using both learning journals, planning and LATS data.  Feedback will be given to identify areas of strength and areas for improvement.

Record Keeping and Assessment
Guidelines for record keeping and assessment are as follows:

· Assessment should take place through observation of the children during sessions and positive verbal feedback should be given to pupils about their progress

· Practitioners should report children’s individual progress and curriculum coverage to parents in annual reports and at consultation meetings

Any classroom support should be deployed in the most appropriate and effective way, promoting access to the curriculum
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
